
F!"#$ %&'( )&*&+, -.#)!'&-+!/ "-*'*  and increased competition for 
funding resources, many organizations are considering whether a merger or 
strategic alliance offers an opportunity to streamline operations and reduce 
overhead expenses so that the maximum dollars are available for programs.

The term merger is often used to describe many different business relation-
ships and transactions. The impact on a not-for-pro0t corporation will be 
dramatically different depending on the precise nature of the transaction. 

A merger is when one corporation is absorbed by another. The assets, staff 
and programs of the two corporations are joined together, as are the liabili-
ties and obligations of both corporations.

A strategic alliance, in effect, often creates a parent-subsidiary relationship 
between two nonpro0ts. In New York, this can be achieved either through a 
sole membership or an interlocking board structure. 

It is critical that organizations considering a nonpro0t merger or strategic 
alliance undertake a thorough analysis and planning process to help ensure a 
strong, stable partnership. Here are three key steps for organizations to take 
to position themselves for either transaction:

!. Establish a clear objective  of what  the merger or strategic  alliance needs 
to  achieve. The ultimate goal of the merger or strategic alliance will shape 
whom the organization considers as potential partners as well as the struc-
ture. A merger or strategic alliance can be sought to enhance opportunities 
for: (i) programmatic expansion, (ii) cost cutting; and/or (iii) long-term 
viability. 

". Get #scal records and systems in order.  This cannot be overemphasized. 
It will be necessary to prepare accurate and current 0nancial statements 
including assets and liabilities. The organizationÕs current 0nancial condi-
tion will heavily in1uence both the willingness of potential partners to 
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Weatherization Brings Energy Ef!ciency to  
New York CityÕs Low-Income Communities
Lawyers Alliance regularly advises nonpro0t 
organizations that receive state funding and have 
state contracts for economic development proj-
ects. Increasingly, we provide legal assistance for 
projects that bring energy ef0ciency to low-income 
communities.

One example is weatherization services. In 2334 
New York State (NYS) received 5637 million in 
federal funding for the StateÕs Weatherization 
Assistance Program (WAP), making it the largest 
residential energy conservation program in the 
country. Statewide, more than half of these funds 
were allocated to dozens of community-based 
organizations that provide weatherization services, 
including 68 in New York City. Such funding can 
help create jobs, increase demand for training ser-
vices and expand the number of parties involved 
and interested in the WAP, including subcontrac-
tors and other community-based organizations. 

The WAP assists income-eligible families and indi-
viduals (households with incomes at or below 83% 
of the state median income of 59:,:6; for a family 
of four) by providing them with contractors who 
perform an energy audit of a residence and then 
develop a list of ways to lower energy costs. At no 
cost to the resident, the contractors may install 
improvements to increase energy ef0ciency and 
lower the residentÕs fuel bills. The state pays the 
contractors directly. Average energy cost savings 
are expected to exceed 23%. Program services are 
available to both homeowners and renters, with 

priority given to senior citizens, families with 
children, and persons with disabilities. 

Lawyers Alliance offers guidance with legal issues 
that organizations may face, directly or indirectly, 
as more money and attention is focused on weath-
erization and the opportunity to create ÒgreenÓ 
jobs and energy ef0ciency. 

¥ Review current and prospective contracts 
with State agencies (such as NYS Division of 
Housing and Community Renewal (DHCR)) 
and/or with subcontractors and property 
owners

¥ Advise with respect to nonpro0t organizationsÕ 
management of those relationships

¥ Help organizations enter into new agreements 
and arrangements, for example through a 
Request for Proposal process to identify appro-
priate collaborators

¥ Advise on collaboration efforts with other 
social service providers and other subgrantees

¥ Help address employment issues as organi-
zations plan training sessions or hire new 
employees

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consider a merger or strategic alliance and the 
legal structures available to implement either 
transaction.

$. Locate key organizational  documents. Locate 
copies of your organizationÕs: (i) Certi0cate  
of Incorporation; (ii) By-Laws; (iii) Internal  
Revenue Tax-Exemption Determination Letter;  
(iv) Audited Financial Statements; and  
(v) Personnel Manual. You should be prepared 
to share these organizational documents with 
potential merger or strategic alliance part-
ners. As negotiations on a merger or strategic 
alliance move forward and the process of due 
diligence begins, your attorneys and other 
parties to the transactions will need additional 
documents. 

Case Example: Established in !%#!, the Carter  Burden 
Center for  the Aging  is dedicated to supporting the 
e(orts of older people to remain in their homes living 
independently, safely and with dignity. In the summer 
of "$$), the Carter Burden Center was approached 
by Elder Craftsmen, a nonpro*t organization that 
helps men and women ++ and older to be creative, 
productive and independent by providing art and 
craft classes to senior centers throughout NYC. Elder 
Craftsmen sought to enter into a strategic alliance with 
the Carter Burden Center when it lost its primary gov-
ernment contract to budget cuts. The Carter Burden 
Center responded positively because its mission 
requires that it develop new programs and explore 
new avenues for service delivery. Lawyers Alliance and 

volunteer attorneys from Akin  Gump Strauss Hauer 
& Feld LLP represented the Carter Burden Center in 
connection with the strategic alliance.

The strategic alliance resulted in the launch of a new 
program, making ART work, which includes a profes-
sional gallery and studio space, located in ManhattanÕs 
Chelsea community that will focus on exhibiting the 
work of older artists, ÒOutsiderÓ artists Ð those who 
are self-taught and ÒInsiderÓ artists Ð those who are 
primarily con*ned to their homes. Making ART work 
will build on the tradition of Elder Craftsmen by sup-
porting older adults in learning new skills.

Case Example: With assistance from Lawyers Alliance 
and volunteer attorneys from Skadden, Arps, Slate, 
Meagher & Flom LLP, Stages of Learning is now 
allied with Queens Theatre in the Park (QTP), a premier 
performing arts venue in Queens. Throughout its !+-
year history, Stages of Learning has had a mission to 
improve the educational success of children by using 
theater instruction during the school day as a method 
of bringing school curriculum to life. Now, thanks to 
the strategic alliance, QTPÕs !)-member board and 
professional sta( will provide Stages of Learning with 
a fertile infrastructure in which to stabilize operations. 
The new partnership will provide shared resources 
and cut costs, as well as enable each organization to 
build on its strengths. Now in a more stable posi-
tion, Stages of Learning can continue to challenge its 
educational mission for students in grades &-,.
